Daijuji

Daijuji was the family temple of fthe
Tokugawas and the Matsudairas. “Daiju’
means “Shogun”. The temple was built in
1445. It *protects the *graves of eight
*generations of the Matsudaira family,
*memorial tablets of past shoguns, and a
*wooden *statue of Ieyasu at the age of 73.
The *paintings on the walls of the temple are
important cultural *items.
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
